
A Beltsville site is Under Consideration for Proposed 
Rail Intermodal Facility.
    A 70 acre Beltsville site has been identified (see map 
on page 4) as one of four possible sites between here and 
Baltimore for a proposed Baltimore-Washington Rail  
Intermodal Facility that will allow the transfer of freight 
trailers and containers between trains and trucks at one 
location.
     “The low-clearance of the Howard Street tunnel in 
Baltimore City does not provide freight railroads with the 
‘double stack’ capability that is so critical to compete in 
today’s business environment,” said Maryland Transporta-
tion Secretary Beverley K. Swaim-Staley. “By creating 
a new transfer facility at an appropriate industrial site 
south of Baltimore along the 1-95 corridor, new doors of 
commerce will open for Maryland that will benefit the 
Port of Baltimore, the State’s economy and the thousands 
of jobs in our state that rely on a vibrant freight industry.”
    The need for this facility grows in part out of the fact 
that Baltimore is one of three harbors on the Eastern  
Seaboard able to handle the heavier ships expected to 
grow in number as the Panama Canal is deepened to  
accommodate growing fleets of such ships.
    CSX and the State of Maryland are committed to the 
development of a world-class facility that is sensitive to 
both the surrounding communities and the environment,” 
said Louis Renjel. CSX’s vice president-Strategic  
Infrastructure Initiatives. “With the planned workshops 
we are initiating a public dialogue that will assist us in 
identifying the best location to develop the facility.”
    Plan to attend tonight’s workshop in Beltsville.   
Details are provided on the back page. A second work-
shop will be held tomorrow night in Hanover.. A third  
workshop is scheduled for April 27, 7-9 p.m. at Elkridge 
Landing Middle School, 7085 Montgomery Road, Elkridge, 

MD.  Information on all four sites will be provided at this  
workshop.  The public is invited.
    This is the first major opportunity/challenge for  
the Greater Beltsville Community since the Greater 
Beltsville Business Association (GBBA) was formed.  
While the Laurel City Council has filed a response with 
the Maryland Transportation Secretary in opposition 
to the selection of the Beltsville site for the project, the 
GBBA Board of Directors is considering the questions 
facing our community.  We have scheduled a Maryland 
Department of Transportation and CSX Transportation 
briefing for GBBA’s monthly May 18, Meeting, 7:30 a.m. 
at the Cross Creek Club House, 12800 Bay Hill Drive, 
Beltsville.  Interested members of the public are cordially 
invited to attend”
    Interested members of the public are urged to go to:

about the project, the four sites under consideration and a  
collection of news stories on this development.
     The GBBA Board’s questions include; Environmental 
and Traffic Impacts, Business and Employment oppor-
tunities, impacts on Greater Beltsville living conditions, 
Capacity of the site to handle expansion in the event of 
substantial growth in rail and truck traffic.
    •   Environmental concerns arise from the fact that 
the proposed site is bisected by Indian Creek  and clearly  
contains a substantial area of wetlands.  Safety issues, 
noise levels and air quality all need to be considered.
    •  Traffic questions include: the ratio of truck traffic 
to rail traffic handling regional movement of contain-
ers moving by truck from the facility to destinations in 
the east and mid-west.  Two local issues are: how will 
the trucks reach major highways?  And has the existing  
congestion on the major highways in and around  
Beltsville been considered?
    •  Business and employment issues grow out of the 
facility being operated as a part of the Baltimore Port  
Authority.  Do opportunities beyond employment at the 
facility exist for Beltsville businesses & residents?
    •  The other identified sites are closer to the  
Baltimore port and to RR tracks & highways that move 
freight west and would offer greater efficiency.  Will  
the people of Greater Beltsville benefit from a major  
port-related transportation facility in the industrial zone 
of Beltsville? Would Greater Beltsville support such a  
facility?
    The issues are compelling for Beltsville residents and 
GBBA will work with the Beltsville community groups to 
develop a position in the interest of Beltsville citizens and 
the business community.
