The 28th Annual “NATIONAL NIGHT OUT” held on August 2nd
District 6 Police Station has lost two 
wonderful officers in the past six years. 
The first was Sergeant Steven Francis 
Gaughan. He was killed by gunfire 
during a suspicious traffic stop in South 
Laurel. Steve was a plain clothes police 
officer in the Special Assignment Team he 
died on June 21, 2005.  Sergeant Richard 
Scott Findley was killed almost three 
years later on June 27, 2008. He was run 
over by someone driving a stolen vehicle. 
Sergeant Findley was also a member of 
the Special Assignment Team. Besides 
working a District 6 Police station they 
both had family in the Beltsville com-
munity. Sergeant Gaughan’s wife Donna 
Franklin grew up in the area and attended 
Beltsville Schools. Donna Gaugahn is 
also a former Prince George’s County Po-
lice Officer. Sergeant Findley grew up in 
Calverton and was a long time member of 
the Beltsville Volunteer Fire Department. 
Both men were involved in the commu-
nity outside of the “Job”. One comment 
I must make is that this is for all of the 
Fallen Officers from Prince George’s 
County and MNCPPC not just those from 
District 6. I was asked by Major Preston 
to spearhead the Memorial Project over 
two years ago. It has taken awhile to get 
the project off of the ground.
