
Board Holds First  
Strategic Planning Meeting

On August 18 the board of directors held a strategic planning 
meeting. A planning document had been prepared in advance 
and a facilitator, Holly Herman, who had previously facilitated 
a similar session for the Prince George’s County Community 
Federal Credit Union, helped process a large number of sugges-
tions for where GBBA  is today and where it wants to go in the 
next two years.
     A vision emerged around the idea of GBBA serving a sup-
porting role to Beltsville Community organizations working to 
improve the lives and opportunities for the people and busi-
nesses of Beltsville.
                         HERE ARE SOME DETAILS
•  Having viewed the first year’s experience as a test drive, the 
Board agreed to expand the Board to 12 from its current nine. 
There will be at least three new board positions to be filled by 
November.   People wishing to serve on the board are encour-
aged to contact any board member.  The Board will develop a 
slate of candidates by the October 19th meeting.   The elec-
tion will be held by mail/email ballot with the results to be 
announced at the November 21st meeting. This will provide a 
month for acquainting new board members with GBBA direc-
tions in time to hit the deck running on January 1, 2012.
•  Discussions are to be held to establish working relations 
with as many community organizations as possible.  GBBA 
is particularly interested in playing a supporting role to all 
community organizations especially with regard to their events 
open to members of the public.  GBBA is interested in creating 
a footprint for Beltsville throughout the metro area to promote 
Beltsville as a place to live and do business.  Promoting the many 
valuable Beltsville public programs in the name of the sponsor-
ing organization can help advance all Beltsville interests.
•  Plans are being developed to sponsor a fund-raising Belts-
ville Gala to raise funds to help promote Beltsville public 
events and to recognize community members who have long 
provided keen Beltsville leadership.  Nominations from the 
Beltsville Community and its organizations will be invited. 
A Community-based Advisory Council for the Gala is under 
consideration.  Consideration is also being given to holding an 
Industrial Fair to promote Beltsville-based businesses and their 
business offerings throughout the Metro area.

The Anacostia Tributary Trail System - To Run Through Beltsville 
On September 14, a “Design Kick-Off” - 
Public Meeting was held at the Beltsville 
Community Center. The design of a new 
trail that will close the missing gap between 
College Park and Fairland Regional Park 
in Laurel. The new trail will start where the 
Paint Branch Trail ends at Cherry Hill Road 
in College Park and connect to the Beltsville 
Community Center where it will meet the 
existing trail along the Little Paint Branch. 
These trails are part of the growing 20+ mile 
Anacostia Tributary Trail System that links 
parks, neighborhoods, and Metro stations in 
northern Prince George’s County for hikers, 
bikers, and equestrians. 
       A staff from the Park Planning and  
Development Division, Department Parks 
and Recreation provided an overview of the 
proposed trail, reviewed a schedule for com-
pletion and gave an opportunity to attendees 
to provide input, and receive answers to 
questions.

David Dabney Spoke to GBBA

David Dabney Shares Urban Partnership Experience for Beltsville guidance

David Dabney, the Executive Director of the Bethesda Urban Partnership said its expe-
rience may be useful to the Beltsville stakeholders.

Its biggest function is making sure everyone thinks of Bethesda first when shopping, 
starting a business, buying a home or urban apartment, going out to eat, or seeking art 
or entertainment.

         BUP sponsors more than a dozen annual Bethesda events many similar to events 
sponsored by Beltsville organizations. For example, the Taste of Bethesda has put 
Bethesda on the map for over 45,000 visitors sampling menu items from many of 
Bethesda’s 300 restaurants.   

BUP publications include an annual classified directory of Bethesda businesses; Art 
resources in Bethesbimonthlyda; bimonthly events calendar with circulation of over 
40,000; and others promoting Bethesda businesses.

The Urban Partnership has built a business footprint for Bethesda,   starting with a vi-
sion of the future of the Bethesda the ability of the community to build consensus, i.e., 
agreement on workable plans.

         “That’s how its done,” Dabney counseled.  “Start with a vision and build a con-
sensus of all the players on how to proceed.”
