• Recontructing Virginia Manor Road from a 2-lane to a 
4-lane roadway with a median.
• Connecting Virinia Manor Road to theICC and the 
planned interchange at Contee Road at I-95 and continu-
ing west to Old GunpowderRoad.
• Installing new traffic signals and designated turning lanes.
• Providing Stormwater management.
• Constructing pedestrian and bicycle facilities.
